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Abstract
.Novel Sang Pemimpi (NSP) is the second novel written by Andrea Hirata from the Laskar Pelangi tetralogy. This research focuses to explore and understand the values ​​of optimism in NSP using a psychological approach, based on 6 characteristics of optimism in Daniel Goleman book (1995) “Emotional Intelligence.”  The characteristics of optimism include: having high expectations, not easily discouraged, being able to motivate themselves, having high self-confidence, not being resigned, and seeing something as a thing that can be changed. This study found that all 6 characteristics of optimism  in NSP  using the content analysis method In a descriptive qualitative approach based on the principles designed by Meleong (2005), this study sees that this novel teaches the importance of having a dream and a strong effort to realize that dream even in a state of complete limitations
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INTRODUCTION

NSP (otherwise will be referred as TD) is the second novel written by Andrea Hirata from Laskar Pelangi tetralogy, the novel was published by PT. Bentang Pustaka with 288 pages in 2006.This novel teaches the importance of having a strong effort to increase knowledge even in limited circumstances. The author tries to invite the readers to imagine in the minds of the struggle to realize what we dream of with dreams that can make impossible things come true. 

   The author also tries to give a different perspective on happiness, way of life, and fate. The readers will be treated to amazement. After that, the reader needs time to understand the story in several chapters, because there are stories that are not in harmony with the storyline. In the novel the words of his speech are high which causes the reader to need to understand what the writer is saying. There are many figures of speech so that novice readers will find it difficult to understand. The existence of Malay language that is difficult to understand. Because all readers do not understand Malay.

2) Segerstrom

3) Lopez and Snyder

4) Duffy

These individuals can quickly change themselves so that it is easy to solve the problems that are being faced so that self does not become empty. Optimistic individuals are likened to the glass is full, while the individual is pessimistic as a glass empty that has nothing.

5) Goleman
Expressing optimism through the point of view of intelligence emotional, which is self-defense to someone so as not to until it falls into a period of ignorance, despair and depression if you get into trouble.

1) Having high expectations.
The award is the hope that the heart wants to achieve. While hope is the hope or ideas that make someone get survive in various obstacles. Hope is something very important that keeps someone moving forward when everything something is difficult.

This feature is found in the 4 mosaics of page-38 "The thin, high-nourished Nurmi, only in the second grade of junior high school, together with me and Arai, seemed to be mentally depressed. He hugged tightly a worn black suitcase containing a violin. He is a talented violinist. Want to be a musician, that's his biggest dream. "Even though Nurmi is in a life of great difficulty, she still has a big dream of becoming a musician.

In addition, this feature is also found on mosaic 6 pages 73 "That's when I, Arai, and Jimbron crystallized our great hopes in a very ambitious statement: our goal is that we want to go to France! Want to set foot on the holy altar
the alma mater of the Sorbonne, wanting to explore Europe to Africa. This hope then haunts us every day. So high are our ideals. "

2) Not easily discouraged.
Despair is a person's actions/behavior negative and tends to stimulate activities and thought patterns as well physical motion decreases. In the sense that someone's mentality being in a weak state and thinking there is nothing to do something work because the job was felt in vain.

This feature is found in mosaics 6 page 70 "Every two in the morning, armed with bamboo,
we staggered carrying various types of sea creatures that had to be served at the marble stanplat table at five o'clock, so that at six o'clock the women could be attacked. That is, after that we are free to go to school. Every morning we are always like fire ants. Towards seven o'clock, by cleaning up so much we always smell like our stingrays hurrying to school ”
Arai and curls have never been discouraged at work so they can still go to school.

3) Able to motivate yourself.
Motivating oneself is a change in energy in a person's personality which is characterized by the emergence of effective (feelings) and reactions to achieve goals.

This feature is found in mosaic 6 pages 72
"Every event in this universe is mosaic pieces. Scattered here and there, spread in a span of time and space. However, slowly he will unite to form a figure like a montage of Antoni Gaudi. The mosaics will build who you are later. Then whatever you do in this life, will echo in eternity

4) Having high self-confidence. Self-confidence is a belief in his ability
themselves so that someone is not affected by others.
Self-confidence is a very personal trait determine and influence each other.

This is in the mosaic of 3 pages 35 "Arai held my hand tight and
lead me bravely through the middle of the house. In Arai's support, I was not the least bit afraid of the storm of scorn. ”When the curls changed the hair's order and became the laughing stock of his brother, Ikal did not and Merta was ashamed to show his new appearance.

5) Don't be resigned.
Receiving a case without complaining in every event
that happened to him.

This feature is found in the mosaic 1 page 7 "Because of it people flock
yu, Chinese, Sawang, and hooded islanders who want to breathe opium in the high school "in the quote explains how the enthusiasm of the East Belitong people when the first high school was established in their village, they did not want to surrender to the situation of those who were previously very behind education so they flocked to enter the school

6) Seeing failure as something that can be changed, not by blaming yourself. Failure and success are choices, failures, and successe, in essence,e the deviation from the results of efforts, work and tasks which if not according to the size and standard we want.

This feature is found in mosaic 16 "The first mission found the Ciputat Terminal failed. We were stranded in a place that was not
we have planned before, Bogor is totally alien to us. "Although at first, they failed to work in Ciputat who would have thought, thanks to their stranding in Bogor this has become history on their journey of success.
